DEGAS IN BRONZE: THE COMPLETE SCULPTURES

One of the most important artists 

of the nineteenth century, the French

Impressionist painter and sculptor, Edgar

Degas (1834-1917), spent his entire life

investigating the figure in motion 

through countless studies of ballerinas,

racehorses, and bathers.

awkward stretch of a bather. Working in

three-dimensional sculpture provided the

perfect vehicle for visualizing the reality

of form, mass, balance and movement.
